Biodiversity of Invertebrates on different mountain and alpine areas


The main objective of this course, after the students were taught the systematic of Invertebrates, was to show the important role of the Lepidopteras in the assessment of the environment. Afterwards, two projects were developed by the students, having to do with the Lepidopteras’ Red Book in Austria and the experiments held in the beginning of the 20th century in order to exterminate parasites respectively. The students were also shown how to collect snails.
